a new M&S store — 7,430 m2 (80,000 ft2)
60 new shops — 22,133 m2 (223,000 ft2);
6 new restaurants and bars 1,870 m2 (20,130 ft2);
7 screen cinema - 3,850 m2 (30,670 ft2);
New city centre bus station (15 bays).

x a £15million high quality new car park for over
1,000 cars is under construction.. The derelict
Kingsway multi-storey car park was demolished
between April and August 2006 and construction

started in Sept 06.

X New light airy concourse at the western end of the
station and closure of current ticket office;

X Preservation of the station’s Victorian features;

X A new multi-storey car park on Station Yard,;

X A new bus/rail interchange.
